TO BE ELIGIBLE: 

• The show is open to Crossroads students only.  

• Soloists and groups of up to five students are eligible.   

• Students may perform in only one act.  

• Acts are not limited to singing/dancing! Non-traditional talents include things like double-dutch 
jump roping, extreme hula hooping, basketball tricks, hand claps, and more.  

• All students must return a completed and signed Talent Show Participation Form by Friday, 

February 7 (attached).  Sorry, no exceptions this year!  

• Students who are part of a group act should submit each of their Participation Forms together in one 

envelope.   

• An audition schedule for February 19-20, 2020 will be posted based on the number of forms returned.  
Only those who attend their auditions and are accepted to participate will be allowed to perform.  

PLANNING YOUR ACT/GUIDELINES: 

• All acts will be limited to 2 minutes.  Please plan accordingly.  Sorry, no exceptions.  
• Lyrics, costumes, and performances should be compliant with school policy and appropriate for all 

audiences.  Music and performances will be screened for appropriateness.  
• Lip synching, sing-a-long, or video game (Guitar Hero, Just Dance, etc…) acts will not be allowed.  

Dance routines should be rehearsed; no free-style dancing.  
• Any student auditioning with gymnastics, martial arts, or other training intensive routines must be 

well trained.  
• No two acts/songs will be completely duplicated in the show (the better audition will be chosen or 

some groups may be asked to combine together).  
• All equipment for the student’s act must be provided by the student (Note: sound system and 

keyboard are provided by the school).  
• If your act requires recorded accompanying music, the music must be:  

o Brought to the auditions on a CD or jump drive labeled with the student’s name(s), song name, 
and artist\composer.    

o Edited to be no longer than 2 minutes in length (if necessary). If act goes longer than 2 

minutes, the sound for the music will be faded out by the sound operator. 
• You may sing along with background vocals (no main vocals allowed).  
• This is a show, not a contest.  No prizes will be awarded.  
• Most of all – be creative and show off your true talent! Unique acts are always appreciated!!    

AUDITIONS: 

• Auditions will be held the week of Feb. 19-20 in Mrs. Jarrell’s music room (closed to the public) 
during an assigned time.  Please come prepared to the audition with all props and costumes that are 
needed.  The StuCo Talent Show Committee will need to see the performance exactly as it would 
be performed for the final show.  

• Decisions of the Talent Show Committee are final. Please understand that all acts may not be chosen for 

the final show that takes place on March 5, 2020 at 1:45 p.m.   
• If your student is absent the day of his/her scheduled audition, please e-mail Kelly Choplin, StuCo
