Why do we test?
From Section 3.23 of our Student Handbook:

North Carolina state law requires all non-public schools

to administer a nationally standardized test that measures competencies in the verbal and quantitative
areas up through 11" grade. Each school must establish a minimum score on the test for 11" grade for
high school graduation, per G.S. 115C-547-562. The ACT test satisfies the North Carolina non-public
school testing requirement. CCS administers the PreACT 8/9 to all 9" grade students, the PreACT to
all 10" grade students, and the ACT to all 11™" grade students each year at school expense.

On the ACT, 11" grade students must receive a minimum composite score of 15 or at least a score of
13 in the Math, English, and Reading sections to meet graduation requirements. Students who do not
achieve these minimum test scores will be required to meet with the administration to discuss their
options for graduation.

Students with an unexcused absence on ACT testing day will have the cost of the test billed to their
accounts.

Advice for preparing for the test:

Get a good night’s rest before the test.

Eat a healthy breakfast the morning of testing.

Bring two sharpened No. 2 pencils for working problems on scratch paper.
Have a fully charged calculator and tablet.
